Entrance for Year 5 and 6 pupils is strictly by the Year 6 Building Gate on Avenons Road.

Staff will be on hand to support you in walking around the building to the right place and then to leave the premises by the
correct gate. This is in order to maintain a one-way system and keep to social distancing.

Please remember, it won’t be possible to speak to your child’s class teacher at this point — we need to get pupils into the
classrooms as soon as possible and keep the flow of arrivals moving quickly and smoothly.

Pupils should wear school uniform (or PE kit on their PE days), and bring to school the minimum of personal belongings —e.g.
their reading book in a bag and a labelled water bottle.

For those parents with more than one child at the school — you now have the option of dropping all of
your children at the same time (at the time of your youngest child). Pupils must be picked up at the

correct time at the end of the day. Older pupils who do not usually come to school with their siblings,
or who travel independently, must continue to arrive at school at their normal time.
